LEARNING COACHES 
In most full-time public virtual school programs, a responsible adult or the learning 
coach works with the certified teacher to implement the student’s learning program. 
Often this learning coach is the student’s parent, but grandparents, aunts and uncles, 
caregivers and others can also perform this role. The learning coach serves as the 
student’s face-to-face motivator and as the eyes and ears for the teacher. The learning 
coach can observe firsthand all students’ interactions with the teacher through email, 
phone, message boards, and has regular online conferences with the teacher. 

EDUCATIONAL EQUITY AND DIVERSITY 
Virtual education attracts a cross section of students in terms of ethnicity, 
socioeconomic background, academic abilities, and special needs.  This diversity 
creates opportunities to broaden the perspectives of public virtual school students. 
Currently, there are students at low performing or rural schools, without access to an 
array of educational opportunities that may better suit their needs. Virtual learning 
makes it possible for every student to have access to a high quality education.  Virtual 
public education must serve all students who choose to enroll.

KEEPING UP WITH THE NATION
Full-time virtual education is offered in 39 other states. Indiana has 
full-time public virtual options only at the collegiate level. We need 
the option of full-time virtual public schools for elementary and 
secondary students in Indiana.

We know there are thousands of parents and families across 
Indiana who want full time options for their children  Virtual 
public charter schools can help bring Indiana’s children an 
educational option that is up-to-date with the rest of the 
country. The National Association of State Boards 
of Education called e-learning “The Future 
of Education” in their 2001 report titled: 
“Any Time, Any Place, Any Path, Any Pace.”
Let’s not leave Indiana’s children behind 
any longer!

MEETING DEMAND
Indiana needs to stay aligned with the national (and 
international) movement, realizing that not all children 
learn alike while truly focusing on “leaving no child 
behind.” While there isn’t a cookie-cutter answer that 
will fit every child, virtual public education can meet 
a critical need for many Indiana families. The best 
educational practices customize learning to meet the 
needs of children one child at a time. By offering high-
quality curriculum, flexible individualized instruction, 
and the oversight of certified Indiana teachers, 
virtual public schools can help many students thrive 
outside of the traditional public school environment. 
Virtual Public education can help decrease drop out 
rates by meeting the needs of underserved student 
populations. Indiana children should be offered quality, 
full-time virtual public schools in order to keep pace 
with the rest of the country and international learners.
